Learning Goal: You will do initial research and determine a topic for your ISU Research Report.

Task: Follow the subheadings below to produce a proposal indicating your initial ideas to get feedback from Mr. Shields. At this stage you do not have to have a full hypothesis, but will definitely be putting ideas together that will inform your research report as we go through the process.

	Topic Background

Write a brief paragraph discussing the background of your topic. Why is important? How is it relevant? What are you hoping to find/discover?

Relation to Social Science and Other Terms
Which social science does this topic relate to the most? Why are you connecting it to that social science?

Potential Hypotheses

Create a list (3-5 recommended) of potential ideas that might become your thesis. After each one write a sentence or two about why you think this might be a potential focus for research.

Issues

What issues have you seen in your research so far that might turn into a body paragraph (evidence?). Create a list of 3-5 ideas that might point you in the right direction. Look for issues that have related factors so that we can shape this into a coherent paper.

Initial Research

Indicate the sources you have consulted so far and give a brief overview of the usefulness of each one. Remember, more recent is better and the end goal is to have a range of sources.
